Her work 
has been included in numerous group shows, including Inherent Structure, Wexner Center for 
the Arts (2018); Made in L.A. 2016: a, the, though, only, Hammer Museum, Los Angeles; and the 
2014 Whitney Biennial, Whitney Museum of American Art, New York. Other solo presentations 
include those at 356 Mission and LAXART, both in Los Angeles. Her work is in various public 
collections, including the Hirshhorn Museum and Sculpture Garden, Washington, DC; Hammer 
Museum, Los Angeles; Museum of Contemporary Art, Los Angeles; Museum of Contemporary
